Job Summary: 
As the Maintenance Manager at LMB, you will play a crucial role in maintaining the physical 
infrastructure, grounds, and overall functionality of our retreat center. Your primary responsibility 
will be to oversee all aspects of maintenance, including buildings, grounds, utilities, and 
equipment. You will lead a small team of maintenance staff and also liaise with other team 
members (housekeeping, facility rentals, spiritual program, center manager, director), utilizing 
excellent communication and teamwork skills, to ensure the smooth operation of our facilities. 
 
Salary and Benefits 
Ideally this position would live on-site at LMB.  In this scenario, salary and benefits would be as 
follows: 

●​ $25-35 / hour, depending on experience 
●​ Housing provided with a private room and shower.  No charge for utilities or internet. 
●​ Free access to the kitchen and a pantry that is stocked with basic foods.  When retreats 

are running, hot meals (breakfast, lunch, and dinner) are provided.  When retreats are 
not running, hot lunch is provided five days a week.

Maintenance Leadership:  Lead, motivate, and supervise a small team of maintenance staff 
(1-2 people), providing guidance, training, and support to ensure a high level of teamwork and 
productivity. 
 
Facility Maintenance: Oversee the maintenance and repair of buildings, ensuring they are 
safe, well-maintained, and aesthetically pleasing. This includes carpentry, plumbing, electrical, 
and heating systems. 
 
Grounds Maintenance: Maintain the function and beauty of our outdoor spaces, including 
gardens, walking paths, and meditation areas. Oversee landscaping, irrigation, groundskeeping, 
and fire prevention activities. 
 
Equipment and Utilities: Manage and maintain all equipment, tools, and utility systems on-site, 
ensuring they are in good working order. This includes regular inspections and scheduling 
necessary repairs or upgrades. 
 
Budget Management: Develop and manage the maintenance department budget, ensuring 
cost-effective operations and responsible resource allocation.
